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Introduction

The Model 3000 Series Bluetooth LE® Option provides an encrypted wireless data connection

between the instrument and an Android or iOS mobile device. Using the Lumic Linker app,
this option allows the user to perform the following actions from their connected device:

« Remotely monitor live data
« Remotely operate instrument buttons
« Create, edit and submit field reports to the RadResponder Network*

The Lumic Linker app is available in the Google Play and Apple iTunes stores.
